 Hoy moved and second by Folkedahl to pass on the first and place on the second Bill No. 1147 as 

Ordinance No. 1146 an ordinance repealing Section 405.240 “Signs” and enacting in its place a new 

Section 405.240 “Signs”.  Yeas: DeJong, Hoy, Folkedahl and Finn.  Motion carried unanimously. 

 Hoy moved and second by Folkedahl to approve Bill No. 1147 as Ordinance No. 1146 an 

ordinance repealing Section 405.240 “Signs” and enacting in its place a new Section 405.240 “Signs”.
